Chairman's Annual Report - fuly 2015
This has been another busy and chaleng ng year for the
Parish Council, dominated by p anning matters. The year

began with the Gladrnan Deve opmenrs Appeal being
heard in Crewe during l'lay, and ongoing app icat ons fronl
Hockenhu Developments to build in Heathfeid Road.

Sad y, early in 2015 Gladman won theirAppeal because of
the lacl< of a 5 year housing land supply in Ch€sh re East,

and the Heathfed Road deve opment was then given

p annlng permission for the same reason.

During 2014 ir becam€ ln.reas ngy obvious that che

only possible way to have any influence on panning
d€cisions in the area was to produce a Nelghbourhood
PLan (NP). At an Extraordinary Parish Counci meetng in

Juy 2014 res dents gave a resounding vote to deveop a

Plan for che Parish. Audlem was fortunate to be chosen as

part of the front-runner'group ln Cheshire East which
mear! that Cheshire East Council provided resource to
hep draft a Plan with .he assistance of their Panning
Deparonent and Cheshire Commun ty Action. With the
he p ofa very ab e and committed group ofvolunteers thls
has res! red in our draft NP being ready for formal
consultatlon which ended on l0june 2015. The Steering
Comnittee is reviewing a the responses recelved to
determlne whether .o incorporare suggestions into the
Plan. lt was approved by the Parsh Counc at ts meeting
on 3l!y and has now been senr co Cheshire East for
review and, hopefully, referendum in the not too dlstant
furure. The aim is to ensure gradua development in the
Parish to allow the nfrastructure ro develop a ongside the
increased number of homes.

The proposal ro ta<e over the playlng fie d, p ay area,
tenn s courts and car par< from Cheshlre East Council has

a so posed chal enges as a Worl(ing Group of Councillors
found o!r what will be involved in managing the complex.
A report has been produced for Counci ors and a forma
sLrbmlssion to take over the ar€a was endorsed at the

Colnci meeting of l3 July. The report can be found on
rhe Parlsh Coun.il secrion ofArdlem OnLine.

Th s has also been the year for Parjsh CoLrncil al€ctions.
With ifsufficient cand datcs standing, those nominated
wcre du y elected without a ballot. Rlchard Furber re.ired
from .he Councl wl$ over 25 years of exce lent scrvice
afd lohn LanSsron also stood down ln l'lay. We wolr d li<e

ro rhank them boch for rheir contributlon to the
community. We now wecome new Councillors John
Thompson and Ann Til ing and the return of Bi I

Consterdine who has many years of experience in rhe
o e. I rl| s ., e l"o e',ter ded to PL rl Jol-lton. oLr8oi"8

Chairman and John Kemble, Responsible F nancia Ofilcer
who resigned afrer l0 years in the ro e. Kirstin Dlxon.our
CLer<, has now taken over responsibility for financlal

mitrers. \ /e \vere saddened by the sudden death of ex-
Councillor lrene Stockton who had been a vaued
member of the Buria Board and instrumental in the re
modelling ofthe chldrens play area.

We <now that the coming year wi binS more
cha enges especia y in planning. I woL d li<e to thanl<

Councillors for their t rne and commitment and residents
for thelr s!pporr in he ping to ensure Aud em remains the
jewel in the crowf of South Ch€shire.

Church on Mondays 7 September and 5 October.
(There is no meeting in August.) At the beginninS
of each meeting, residents have the opportunity
to bring matters of concern to the attention of
the Parish Council. Everyone is welcome to stay
and listen for the rest of the meeting-

Playing Field Complex
At their July meeting. Parish Councillors agreed to submit
a formal request to Cheshire East Counci for the transfer
of the p aying field, car park, tennis courts and play area to
the Parish Council to go ahead. The request includes the
formal submission, a separate report which was produced
for Councll ors and was accepted at theJune meeting,and
an outline of the costs that would be incurred as a result
of the transfer. The matter is now in rhe hands of
Cheshire East Council and it is hoped that the
recommendation of their Finance Committee on l3April
2015 that'these assets wi I be prioritised for approval to
transfer'. Cheshire East has already agreed the transfer of
the land to the rear of the Public Hall to the Public Hall
Trustees so they can build their new Annexe.

The cost to the Parish Council of running this area is

between {10.000 - {14.000 p.a. lt is inevitab e rhat the
Pa rsl' Precepr w need ro increase so p.oper p-ov < on
can be made for repairs and rep acement of capital items
such as play equipnent. Other means of Senerating
revenue will have to be investisated including charging for
use ofcertain facilities. The Parish Councl will investigate
setting up a charitable lr-ust which would minimise the
cost to the community and intends to try to obtain grants
for some of the equipment replacement where available.
